LESSON TOPIC:  CONFINED SPACE PROGRAM 

REFERENCES: (a) OPNAVINST 5100.23F Chap 27

INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS/TRAINING AIDS:


a.  This lesson plan.

PURPOSE OF TRAINING:  To protect personnel from the hazards of entry into, or work on, confined spaces.

OBJECTIVES OF TRAINING:  

            a. To describe what a confined space is

            b. To identify confined space hazards

            c.  Describe the Navy’s Confined Space Entry program policy

            d.  Identify the Confined Space Entry program elements

            e.  Identify the requirements for confined space work and special requirements

LENGTH OF TRAINING:  15-20 minutes. 

TARGET AUDIENCE:  All personnel who will, as part of an assigned task, be involved with entry into a confined space. This includes line managers, entry supervisors, attendants and entrants. All personnel may be included as a general topic. 

HOW TRAINING WILL BE DELIVERED:  Work center specific stand up safety training

WHO WILL CONDUCT THE TRAINING:


a. Managers and supervisors directly responsible for, and assigned to, the confined space program for that department or command.   

HOW THE EFFECTIVENESS OF TRAINING WILL BE EVALUATED:  Observations regarding how well workers comply with the confined space program entry plan during work tasks.

1.  Discussion  


a.  Confined spaces are enclosures not designed for routine occupancy but are large enough and so configured that an employee can enter to perform work.  In general, such areas are poorly ventilated, have limited or restricted means for entry or exit, and contain potential and/or known hazards.  Physical hazards may exist which includes slippery surfaces, obstructed passages, deteriorated facilities, poor illumination, engulfment by the confined space product and equipment requiring energy isolation. Numerous confined spaces can be found on most Navy installations.  Examples of such spaces include storage tanks, process vessels, pits vats, boilers, fuel cells, underground utility vaults, tunnels, and manholes.  Personnel entering such areas may encounter a variety of hazards, including lack of sufficient oxygen to support life and flammable or explosive atmospheres or materials.


b.  Fuel cells, tanks and other vessels which may contain flammable or explosive materials or vapors but are not large enough for personnel to enter are also considered confined spaces when welding, burning, or other hot work is to be conducted on the outside surface.

2.  Policy.  All confined spaces are hazardous. CFAS personnel who are not properly trained are not authorized to enter confined spaces.  Requests to enter a confined space will be referred through the Confined Space Program Manager (CSPM) or (ACSPM) 252-3903/2701.

3.  Responsibilities


a.  The Commander shall appoint, in writing, a Confined Space Program Manager (CSPM), who will be responsible for implementing the requirements of this chapter and references (a) and (b).


b.  The Confined Space Program Manager (CSPM) shall:


      (1) Prepare a written emergency plan. This plan shall address each confined space at time of entry and must have the Commander’s approval. 

                  (2) Monitor and manage the program elements. These elements include: 

                         (a) Identification and preliminary evaluation

                         (b) Prevention of unauthorized entry

                         (c) Comprehensive hazard evaluation performed by the CSPM

                         (d) Issuance of confined space permits

                         (e) Training and qualification

                         (f) Program evaluation 


      (3) Issue hot work permits for CFAS activities or have Qualified Person (QP)’s issue permits.


(4) Certify welding shops and other spaces as needed for hot work.

                 (5) Ensure personnel who work in the confined spaces receive annual awareness training on confined space program requirements.

                 (6) With the advice of the industrial hygienist and safety specialist, identify personal protective equipment requirements for entry into a confined space. This also includes the preparation of the affected space by ensuring protection from external hazards, ventilation of the space and space cleaning.     


c. A confined space entry permit shall contain:

                 (1) Description and location

                 (2) Purpose of entry

                 (3) Authorized entry personnel
                 (4) Pre-entry atmospheric test data

                 (5) Follow-up test requirements and data

                 (6) Other required safety precautions

                 (7) Emergency instructions and required emergency/rescue equipment
                 (8) Date of permit and authorized duration

                 (9) Expiration data and time of permit

                 (10) Signature of CSPM (or ACSPM)

                 (11) Signature of entry supervisor

           d. Department heads/supervisors shall:


      (1) Ensure all CFAS, tenants and contractors do not enter into confined spaces unless cleared by CFAS safety.

                        (2) Ensure Confined Space Program Manager (CSPM) certification is obtained prior to doing hot work on outside surfaces of fuel cells, tanks or other confined spaces.  The Confined Space Entry/Hot Work Permit from (CFAS 5100/20) shall be used.

                        (3) Post gas free certificates as requested by the Confined Space Program Manager (CSPM) and comply with time limits and restrictions of certificates.


            (4) Provide CFAS safety with an annual inventory of all confined spaces.  Inventories should be submitted no later than 30 August each year.

             e. Responsibilities:

                  (1) Commanding Officer - establish, conduct, and evaluate a comprehensive confined space entry program
                  (2) Confined Space Program Manager - implement the Confined Space Entry Program
                  (3) Line Managers - ensure confined spaces are identified and evaluated
                  (4) Entry Supervisors – be familiar with OPNAV Chapter 27 requirements
                  (5) Attendants – mandatory for all confined space entries

                  (6) Entrants - authorized by the entry supervisor to enter the PRCS

             f.  Contractors must be qualified, have a confined space program in writing and have certified personnel in place prior to performing confined space entry on CFAS.  Some restrictions that apply are: 

                  (1) No navy equipment will be issued to the contractor

                  (2) CFAS will not issue certificates to contractors

                  (3) In the case of combined operation for confined space entry, separate certificates will be issued 

                  (4) The base-contracting officer is responsible to ensure that contract personnel are qualified to perform confined space entry prior to working onboard CFAS. 

4.  Emergency Procedures:  Report confined space or hot work problems to their supervisor or the CSPM. In the event of an emergency, dial 911.
